Come and See. Object: Anything you want to share with the children that you like. 
 

Have you ever found something so good that you couldn’t wait to share it 
with a friend? This morning I want to tell about a man named Philip who couldn’t 
wait to tell a friend about something good that he had found. Philip had met Jesus. 
When Phillip met Jesus, he knew that Jesus was the Savior that God had promised, 
and he became one of Jesus’ disciples. 

After Philip met Jesus, he couldn’t wait to tell his friend Nathanael. He 
found Nathanael and told him, "We have found the one Moses wrote about in the 
Law, and about whom the prophets also wrote-- Jesus of Nazareth, the son of 
Joseph." 

"Nazareth? Can anything good come out of Nazareth?" Nathanael asked. 
"Come and see," answered Philip. Then he took Nathanael to see Jesus 

and Nathanael also became a follower of Jesus. That is how the good news of 
Jesus is spread. Friends telling friends! 

When we find something really good, we can't wait to tell a friend about it. 
Shouldn’t we be even more anxious to tell our friends about Jesus? Surely, we want 
our friends to know how good he is!
