Our last one: This
person cares about us, loves us, teaches us, shows us how to live and love one
another. It's JESUS!!!

So, how do we get to know all these people? Teachers...well, we know them from
school, right? And doctors? We know them from the hospital and see them when we
are not well, some of us have had the same doctor since we were born and they've
watched you grow up. Our family...that's easy, we know them because they are almost
always around us, we share in life together!
