Hellooo Friends! I’d like to try an experiment with y’all today. I have ALLL of 
these lollipops and I would love to share them with you. I’m going to keep 
handing the lollipops to you one at a time until your hands are full. Looks like 
your hands are full, but I still have so many more and your friends don’t have 
any. Do you want more lollipops? Well, if your hands are full, how can you get 
them “unfull”?! Yes! You can share what you have with your friends and then 
EVERYONE can have lollipops! 
 
In our Gospel lesson from John, Jesus tells his friends “I have loved you, just 
as my Father has loved me. So remain faithful to my love for you…I have told 
you this to make you as completely happy as I am.“  
 
Jesus is saying that all of his love comes directly from God and just like these 
lollipops, there is so much love to share that we will NEVER run out. Jesus 
wants us to share the love that we receive from God with everyone and like the 
lollipops, keep passing it around so that everyone has more than they need 
 

Prayer: Gracious God, thank you for your Son Jesus, our friend who reminds 
us of your love.
